Conditions of Hire

1.
A deposit cheque of £100.00 must accompany the booking form within 7 days to secure hire. The deposit cheque will not be banked. A separate cheque for the hire charge will also be required.  
2.
In the event of cancellation within one month of the booked date, the hire charge will apply but the deposit cheque will be returned. 
3.
Music MUST stop at 23.00hrs.

4.
Any licences required must be obtained by the Hirer. Copies to be provided to the Clerk to the Parish Council.
5.
No decorations, notices etc. are to be hung without prior permission

6.
The pavilion must be cleaned and left tidy at the end of the hire period otherwise a special clean will be carried out and a charge will be incurred by the Hirer. 

7.
All rubbish must be removed from the premises at the end of the hire by the Hirer otherwise a charge will be levied for its removal.
8.
All kitchen work surfaces, sink, cooker, tables must be wiped clean.

9.
Chairs and tables must be left clean and returned to where found.
10.
Lights must be switched off after use.

11.
All windows and exits must be secured after use.
12.
The alarm should be reset and checked on leaving the premises.
13.
Pavilion keys should be collected from and returned at the end of the hire to the Parish Office.
14.
The recommended maximum capacity of 120 persons is not exceeded.

15.
No cricket shoes, football boots or running spikes are to be worn in the main room of the Pavilion.
16.
Bouncy castles on the Recreation Ground are used at the Hirer’s own risk. The Parish Council accepts no responsibility for damage or injury resulting from the use of a bouncy castle.

17.
The Parish Council reserves the right to cancel or curtail the hire of the Pavilion for any reason beyond its control. The Parish Council will not be liable for any expenses or loss of income incurred by the Hirer or any third party resulting from this cancellation or curtailment.
18.
The Parish Council will require sight of the relevant public liability insurance in respect of a hire by a commercial venture.
